Committee was 79,096 in 2022-2023. | The most business practice in micro, small
and medium enterprises is stock control to prevent it from running out, with six out
of every 10 firms engaging in this technique. There was no surprise that micro firms
implement the fewest practices, each applying 5.57 %, while the small firms
implement 9.15 % and the medium firms applied 12.77 %. The biggest difference
according to firm size relates to the implementation of cost and record keeping
strategies, with medium firms using almost four times as many as micro

enterprises.



The Central Statistical Organization (CSO) established the Statistical
Business Register (SBR) in 2018 to improve economic statistics and to
provide survey frame for business surveys. The CSO uses the business
register statistics maintained by the City Development Committee (CDCs)
and Development Affair Organizations (DAOs) which are the primary source
for updating the CSO Statistical Business Register. In 2017-2018, the CSO
managed to collect business license/registration data from 227,903 units.
The 2018-2019 version of the CSO SBR is an improvement on the
2017-2018 CSO SBR. The data has grown to 276,044 business up from
227,903 businesses. The number of business units decreased to 265,224
in 2020-2021 from 273,071 in 2019-2020.
